Overview

Mission Statement: 

As a community-based organization, the EXTENSION Center’s mission is to provide educational training services that positively impact lives of children, youth and adults living in inner-city neighborhoods. To accomplish our mission we sponsor 7 rallies,
6 educational training programs and Good Samaritan Emergency Compassion Relief Projects for people needing help getting back on their feet.
I.  Working with our Partners and Friends, we sponsor the following Rallies throughout the year:
· A Prayer Reflections Rally in January, 
· A Community Health/Safety/Fitness/Job Fair in April and a 5K Run/Walk-A-Thon Rally, 

· Partnering with Dr. Corinthia Boone and the National Day of Prayer, we encourage friends to support and attend the first Thursday in May National Prayer Day Celebration;
· A Scholarship Awards Ceremony, 

· A Back to School Collection of Back Packs and School Supply Rally 

· A Thanksgiving Basket Give-Away to Needy Families Rally, and 

· A Toys to Needy Kids Rally in December. 
II. The following Educational Training Programs operate throughout the year:
· Community Book Clubs are located throughout the Washington Metropolitan Area. Children and teens of all age levels read with a volunteer reading partner stories that vicariously allow them to creatively broaden their horizons, without having to leave their neighborhoods.

Volunteers are asked to make a one year commitment and are required to 
participate in the orientation training and should enjoy reading and working with 
KIDZ on all grade levels. 
· The Saturday Cultural Awareness Club is designed to expose KIDZ to new experiences. We go on field trips to the museums, apple orchards, and the pumpkin patch. We enjoy arts and crafts, dance, choir, computer classes, chess, basketball/football and other positive fun-filled activities that contribute to positive experiences. These activities help them excel academically, socially and emotionally.


Volunteers are needed to drive the van (must have a valid driving license), teach 
arts and crafts, play with kids, sing, dance and help plan trip itineraries.
· Monthly PRETTY Day Make Over Seminars:  are designed to work with women and children in our Special Populations Group (SPG). Such women more often than not live in domestic violence shelters, youth prisons, or transitional homes. Many of our participants are teen moms who are attempting to juggle school, graduating and going to college or becoming employed.  Seminars include having professional women host seminars that sometimes include professional speakers to do motivational talks. Topics have been related to Self Esteem Building Tips, Setting Goals for Employment; and Dressing for Success. Child care is provided for moms while they enjoy light refreshments and have their nails and hair done by a professional cosmetologist. These are just a few of the pampering treats available to the women that participate in our PRETTY Days.



Volunteers serve as sponsors for the seminars and are asked to serve as 
mentors/covenant sisters for the women, and children. 
· Teen Mentoring College/Work Program:  Working with such organizations as the Mayor’s Summer Youth Employment Agency, we work with youth during the summer as well as providing year-round academic tutoring. These opportunities ultimately empower our teens with skills needed for employment as well. Students are mentored by their peers, college kids and other professionals as they prepare to go to college. Students are also taken to visit various colleges as a means of helping them decide which college they would like to attend. Another one of our unique teen programs includes our Community Service Program which allows teens to come and work with the younger kids as they fulfill their community service hours. 

Volunteers are needed to serve as mentors for our teens and are needed to help 
prepare them for taking college exams.  
· Adventure Day Academy Summer Camp is our 8 week summer camp, which is designed to provide kids with academically charged experiences while having lots of fun. KIDZ do arts and crafts, fieldtrips, swimming, playing basketball and other games while participating in our community book club.  To register your child in our summer camp, please see the flier and application attached. 

Volunteers are needed to serve as camp counselors, teach arts and crafts and 
other fun activities that campers enjoy.  Being able to swim is a plus.
· Positive Choices Employment Literacy Training Program.   Working with people needing skills for work is key to them becoming employed. Participants learn how to use the computer and acquire other skills needed for work.  Other skills include helping clients gain skills needed for passing the GED exam. 

Volunteers are needed to teach computer classes and to also help teach literacy 
skills.

Projects: consist of working with various mission groups in working on 
building/repairing homes and other opportunities that allow us to serve/help build 
relations with  low income families and friends needing help in emergency 
distressful situations as they  get back on their feet. 
· Volunteers are always needed for our Good Samaritan Emergency Compassion Relief Back on Your Feet Projects. Groups and Small groups interested in taking on projects are also encouraged to come and stay at our site while working on a community construction project that could consist of building homes, minor repairs for a family needing help with repairs, helping senior citizens, and other fix-up/clean up  projects.  We always need volunteers who are professional contractors, college groups, and other skilled  laborers to come and work on various Good Samaritan Relief projects for families in need.
