The January 31st Prayer Mobilization Vigil Rally

II Chronicles 7:14—If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.
Dear Friends/Partners: 

As we prepare for the New Year and the new opportunities that it will bring, we invite you to participate in our January Month of Prayer, which will culminate on the 31st at our 9:30am Prayer Mobilization Rally Summit. held at our church (1720 First Street NW).  Our goal is to identify 31 prayer captains who will be responsible for identifying 24 prayer mobilizers to cover one full day of prayer during the month of January. The theme for the prayer summit will be to encourage people to continue to pray as we come together seeking God for his wisdom for the upcoming year.   
For the past 17 years, we have used the month of January as our first fruit month of prayer. Based upon Matthew 6: 33, which says: “Seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you” provides the scriptural  framework for putting God first before any decisions or commitments are taken on for the year. For as we trust in the Lord with all of our might, leaning not upon our own understanding, we have God’s assurance that he  will  direct our paths in all that we become involved in.
The Prayer Mobilization Mission:

The mission of our January Prayer Mobilization journey is to recruit 31 prayer captains to take a day in January as their prayer watch day, and by doing so, each captain identifies/ recruits 24 prayer mobilizers to take an hour as their prayer watch time.  
By doing so, each day is covered not just by the prayer captain, but by 24 prayer mobilizers praying alongside of them on one of the 31 days in January. The results of such sacrificial praying each day ends by having the prayer captains pass the prayer torch from their day to the next awaiting captain and the prayer mobilizers for the next awaiting day.  The process of passing the prayer torch is passed from day to day until the 31st of January.

In addition to praying for the needs of others, the focus for daily prayer vigils consists of having each team pray prayers that are  related  to scriptures in the bible.  
Prayer topics include praying for the following areas:

What is a Prayer Watch!!!!!!!!!!!

 “Watchman, what of the night” Isaiah 21:11

A number of prayer watches—intense, concentrated prayer for a specified time or purpose---- have surfaced in the history of prayer and revival.  Rees Howells led many during World War II.  The Moravians held one lasting a hundred years in ancient intercession was made each hour by 24 men and 24 women.  

In his book Prayer and Revival, Douglas Thorson describes another interesting watch that took place in the 1600’s by the “praying Indians.” Approximately 1,000 Christians living in fourteen villages were trained by John Eliot.  “Eliot taught them to solemnly set apart whole days,” writes Thorson, either in giving thanks and praise or fasting and praying with great fervor of mind. 
A prayer watch may take a variety of lengths and forms.  Some churches have “prayer lock-ins” in which a group stays in the church building in prayer all night long.  In other churches people come on a 24 –hour rotational basis. 

The value of corporate intercession in prayer watches is that God is able to use all different gift-mixes and heart cries to express the needs of his heart.  
Responsibilities of Prayer Leaders/ Captains:

Good leadership is essential.  The Prayer leader/Captain is directly responsible for identifying the 24 prayer mobilizers, and is also responsible for assigning prayer mobilizers for each hour of their day. The leader meets with each mobilizer and explains the importance of them being faithful to their prayer assigned watch. He or she is available for counsel if challenges arise and, most important, is willing to cover shifts or assign others to cover shifts when the prayer mobilizer has to drop out. This person provides prayer updates at the annual prayer summit rally gathering. 

The Captain/Leader is responsible for completing the Prayer Mobilization Registration Form (below) and such form should be completed with the names of each of the 25 persons that will be praying on their team. Once the 24 prayer mobilizers have been identified, the prayer captain should then meet with their 24 prayer mobilizers to discuss the importance of their commitment to praying on their watch and praying corporately about the  prayer focus areas that have been identified for the group.  We highly recommend and encourage journaling   which will allow persons to maintain daily accounts about prayers being answered.
