On behalf of our Board of Directors, we would first like to welcome you, family and friends to our Thirteenth Annual Malissa B. Perkins Achievement Awards Ceremony.  We would also like to express a special thanks to Thomas & Judith Irving, our special friends that have stood with us since the inception of the Malissa B. Perkins Scholarship Awards to recipients in our program;  Spain Musgrove, President of THE LIONS CLUB OF FORT STEVENS FOUNDATION, the girls from the National Cathedral School's ABLE Club for their continued support to the children in our community center we say thanks for continuing to believe in the vision that we have for helping deserving children and youth be honored for their many accomplishments made in school. 
 

Secondly, we would like to share some of the stellar moments that occurred this year from us working with our partners and friends. For example, this year in contrast to last year we: 
· Proudly celebrate the graduation of  Rhonda Cleveland, daughter of Robert & Rosalind Cleveland as being the first scholar in our program to receive a Malissa B. Perkins Scholarship Award, who graduated this past May from North Carolina A & T State University at the top of her class as Cum Laude;   
· Proudly salute Jay Howard Brock for successfully organizing our first Nationwide College book club on the campus of Delaware State University;  

·  Provided to the following schools: McKinley Technology High School, Winston Educational Center; Neval Thomas Elementary School; and Emery Elementary School close to  $10,000 to purchase uniforms for kids in need at their perspective schools; additionally close to 1200 inner-city  kids at our Back to School Rally  received school supplies that were presented to the principals of each of the schools by Chancellor Michelle Rhee, Councilman Harry Thomas and Commander Melvin Scott of the Metropolitan Police Department 
·  Working with our partners, last year we  provided Thanksgiving Baskets to over 1500 families  and Christmas toys to over 1600 children; this year the impact of our efforts increased to providing Thanksgiving Baskets to close to 2000 families and the following organizations: all seven Metropolitan Police Departments, Public and Private Schools, Youth Services Administration; shelters,  an undetermined amount of ANC Commissioners and various churches. In contrast to the 1600 children receiving toys at our CHRISTmas rally, giving to kids increased to over 3000 children from each quadrant of the city. 
· Are building strong relationships with Latino families that allow us to meet the needs of their children and families by providing them with essentials needed for survival.
·  Last year working in collaboration with the Department of Employment Services Office of Youth Programs, Child and Family Services, and families in our community, we operated a summer camp book club to just our site, this year it is our goal to provide technical assistance to several sites.
· Were blessed to have the mayor in attendance at our Thanksgiving and Christmas rally and because of the increased number of people in attendance at both of these rallies, the Mayor said that he would help us obtain possible a larger site for this year’s Christmas rally so as to ensure that the crowds of people in attendance at our rally would not have to stand out in the cold with their children while waiting in line to receive Christmas toys for their children.  Thanks,  Mayor Fenty. 
· Presently, we are working on the following projects: 

· On August 30th, we will sponsor our Back To School Rally which is designed to provide school supplies to kids in need; 

· Responding to the request of our friends at various Domestic Violence Shelters, we look forward to  sponsoring  Pretty Day Domestic Violence Make Over Seminars  for women and children living in shelters which will also allow us to give facials, do hair, and Mary Kaye Cosmetic to the women; 
· Working with McLean Bible Church, we will begin a Make Over Project that will give our site a Face Lift.
· On November 22nd  working again with McLean Bible Church, Grace Community Church, the Washington Council of Churches, all seven Metropolitan Police Districts and neighborhood ANC commissioners, we plan to give away Thanksgiving Baskets to over 2,000 families in need. 
· On December 20th we will sponsor our CHRISTmas rally which will provide toys to over 3000 needy   children living not just in the community, but those kids that are incarcerated as well.  
· Create and launch our website

· Identify and recruit partners who will pray and support financially to our work on a daily basis;

· Establish an advisory board 

· Identify new board members

· Identify additional funding streams and resources that will allow us to provide increased resources to people in need

· Support in an even greater way not just our local book clubs, but our newly organized national college book clubs as well
