3. References: References is centered, sources are listed at left margin in alphabetical order by author last name. [Ok for now. For more info, see APA-4b or p.459.]  Ctrl T for handing indent.
3. Grammar and Language: Agreement (subject-verb, singular/plural), verb tenses, subject and verb, no fragments, no run-ons, sentences neither too short nor too long)
